Over the last two days there have been two incidents at Canyon View High School (CVHS). Here
is a recap of the incidents that have impacted our campus.

Incident 1, September 16

A caller claimed that hazardous material was brought onto campus to harm others. The campus
was evacuated to conduct a thorough investigation. There was no incident or harmful materials
found by law enforcement during their campus sweep.

Incident 2, September 16

On social media, a bomb threat was made against CVHS. The decision was made for remote
learning to occur on September 17, allowing law enforcement to conduct a thorough
investigation. There was no incident or explosives found by law enforcement during their
campus sweep.

Police are continuing their investigation regarding both incidents, in an effort to uncover anyone
associated with the threats. As previously stated, any threats or information regarding school
violence are taken seriously. We will have strict consequences for any student associated with
these incidents and will pursue legal action against any person inside or outside our school
community who is connected with these threats.

Per AR.S. 15-841 and 13-2911, any student who disrupts the learning environment will be met
with strict and severe consequences from administration, including:

School suspension

Alternative school program placement

Possible prosecution by law enforcement

Expulsion

Law enforcement and administration have determined the campus is safe, so classes will
resume at Canyon View High School on Monday, September 20. We will continue working
with law enforcement to ensure our campus remains safe and we can focus on our primary goal
- educating students.

Durante los ultimos dos dias hubo dos incidentes en la Escuela Canyon View. Aqui estd un resumen de los
incidentes que han impactado nuestro campus.

Incidente 1, 16 de septiembre

Una persona que llamo afirmé que se trajo material peligroso al campus para dafiar a otros. El campus fue
evacuado para llevar a cabo una investigacion exhaustiva. No hubo incidentes o materiales dafiinos
encontrados por la policia durante su investigacion del campus.

Incidente 2, septiembre de 16

En las redes sociales, se produjo una amenaza de bomba contra CVHS. La decisién se tomo para que el
aprendizaje virtual ocurriera el 17 de septiembre, permitiendo a la Policia llevar a cabo una investigacion
exhaustiva. No hubo incidentes o explosivos encontrados por las fuerzas del orden durante su
investigacion de campus.

La policia continda su investigacion sobre ambos incidentes, en un esfuerzo por descubrir a cualquiera
asociado con las amenazas. Como se ha dicho anteriormente, cualquier amenaza o informacion
relacionada con la violencia escolar se toma en serio. Tendremos consecuencias estrictas para cualquier
estudiante asociado con estos incidentes y perseguiremos accion legal contra cualquier persona fuera de
la escuela que esté conectada con estas amenazas.

Segun A.R.S. 15-841 y 13-2911, cualquier estudiante que interrumpa el ambiente de aprendizaje se
encontrara con consecuencias estrictas y severas de la administracién, que incluyen:

Suspension

Colocacion del programa alternativo
Enjuiciamiento posible por parte de la policia
Expulsion

La Policia y la administracion han determinado que el campus es seguro, asi que las clases se
reanudaran en la Escuela Secundaria Canyon View el lunes 20 de septiembre. Continuaremos
trabajando con la Policia para asegurar que nuestro campus permanezca seguro y podamos enfocarnos
en nuestra meta primaria - educar a los estudiantes.
